Introduction

Body Paragraph 1 (First Subtopic)

Evidence 1: There were early trade events between Europeans and Asians (Greenblatt, 2017). 
Connect Evidence 1 to the Thesis: This shows that Columbus intended to make history by transforming how the European society interacted with the rest of the world.
Evidence 2: Europeans were aware of the wealth that is available in the lands beyond their own and sought to find this wealth (Greenblatt, 2017).
Connect Evidence 2 to the Thesis: The discovery of the New World is an integral factor in changing the views of people from the middle ages to a modernized society.
Evidence 3: The new land was a source of major wealth to the settlers proving the importance of the discovery (Greenblatt, 2017).
Connect Evidence 3 to the Thesis: The new lands exploration propelled the significance of Columbus’ discovery.
Body Paragraph 2 (Second Subtopic)
Subtopic: Allowing the rise of Europe
Argument/Introduction: Columbus contributed to the rise of the European continent that saw the need to overpower everyone else and maintain its dominance over the rest of society.
Evidence 1: Columbus was believed to be the beneficiary of the dominance of the European settlers as they sought to gain wealth in the land (Greenblatt, 2017).

Evidence 2: The discovery of the new lands was an important factor in the expansion of Europe to the rest of the world (Greenblatt, 2017).
Connect Evidence 2 to the Thesis: The discovery enabled European countries to create their annex lands where they could settle their excessive population.
Evidence 3: The discovery of the land became the cause of colonization that would make Europeans the most influential people in the world (Greenblatt, 2017).
Connect Evidence 3 to the Thesis: Colonization was the main intention of beginning the voyages, and the discovery of the New World heightened it. 
Body Paragraph 3 (Third Subtopic)
Subtopic: Crossing the Atlantic Ocean
Argument/Introduction: The intent of crossing the Atlantic Ocean was a feat that had never been attempted before and made Christopher Columbus an established adventurer.
Evidence 1: He was the first to seek permission and grants to sail into the unknown, and his success enabled him to be granted more voyages (McTavish, Decker, Schnabel, Taylor, & Hillis, 2013). 
Connect Evidence 1 to the Thesis: Columbus was seen as an expert upon his initial success even though it did not bring intended results, access to Asia through an alternative route.
Evidence 2: Columbus’ voyages marked the beginning of many more transatlantic conquests of the New World (McTavish et al., 2013). 
Connect Evidence 2 to the Thesis: Through the success of Columbus’ voyages, European powers were more confident of their capabilities in sailing and conquering over other communities in the world.
Evidence 3: The discovery of the New World provided the belief of a new beginning for all those who were suffering in Europe (McTavish et al., 2013).
Connect Evidence 3 to Thesis: The resettlement of many Europeans was conducted with the primary aim of giving them a fresh start to life.

Restatement of Thesis: The achievements of Christopher Columbus in the discovery of the New World created a new perspective of life in the modern society. 
Review of Each Subtopic:
